Your syllabus reveals not only the important dates, but also what you will be learning and what your profes-
sor is expecting. Reading the syllabus is one of the first things you should do for any class, and most of your
questions about a class can likely be answered. Put important dates from the syllabus into a calendar with
reminders and alerts of upcoming assignments and test.

2. GET INVOLVED: JOIN A STUDENT ORGANIZATION

Try something new this semester: join a student or Greek organization. You can get your friends involved,
too.
